he Farm Project, a partnership between Clarke Square Neigh-
Tborhood Initiative and the Cesar Chavez Business Improvement

District (BID), seeks to boost economic development along S.
Cesar E. Chavez Drive. The Farm Project not only relates to Cesar
Chavez's legacy in leading the United Farm Workers of America; it
also refers to the ideal that by sowing the seeds of art and culture, the
Drive will harvest great economic development.

This year, The Farm Project will host several events
on or near Cesar Chavez Drive. First, an art exhibition
will feature three local Hispanic artists—Jacobo Lovo,
Sydney Romero, and Nicolaus Ortiz—who will exhibit
new artwork based on their reinterpretations of Mexican
Loteria cards. This eventis open to the public. Proceeds
will help to develop a Cesar Chavez Plaza by El Rey
food market. The event will take place Friday, March 4,
5-9pm at Antiques on Pierce (1512 W. Pierce St.).

Also in March, The Farm Project is proud to announce
the installation and unveiling of the first life-size sculp- '
ture of Cesar Chavez in the midwest, celebrating '
Chavez's memory in the Milwaukee community. This -J
unique landmark was achieved thanks to the support of the City of
Milwaukee’s Neighborhood Improvement Development Corporation
(NIDC) and local leaders, such as the Villareal family, who donated
the land for the sculpture and surrounding plaza. The sculpture will
be unveiled on Chavez's birthday, Thursday, March 31, at 3pm at El
Rey (916 S. Cesar E. Chavez Drive). An indoor reception will follow
the unveiling ceremony.

The Farm Project will also lead the efforts in planning two Ciclovia events
this summer, on Sunday, June 12 and Sunday, August 14. More infor-
mation about these events will be released in the coming months.
